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ANGELS OF THE OCEAN

English:

In Angels of the Ocean, the angels referred to in the title are dolphins. The composer wrote this
concert piece for his daughter Laurena, who is passionate about these animals. Dolphins are
common in every world’s ocean. The smallest is the Havisde dolphin and the largest is the black
and white Orca. They live primarily in the shallow depths of the ocean and eat mainly fish.
Dolphins are intelligent mammals who live in groups in places with plentiful food. They are
social animals and therefore often swim alongside boats.

Nederlands:

De “Angels of the Ocean” zijn in deze compositie dolfijnen. De componist schreef dit
concertwerk speciaal voor zijn dochter Laurena, die gepassioneerd is van deze dieren.
Dolfijnen komen voor in alle wereldzeeén. De kleinste is de Haviside dolfijn en de grootste is de
zwart-witte orka. Ze leven hoofdzakelijk in de ondiepe gebieden van de zee en eten
voornamelijk vis. Dolfijnen zijn intelligente en sociale dieren die vooral in groepen leven op
plaatsten waar veel voedsel voorhanden is. Ze hebben ook behoefte aan gezelschap, en
zwemmen daarom ook dikwijls met boten mee.

Deutsch:

Mit den Engeln des Ozeans — wie der Titel der Komposition vermittelt — sind Delphine gemeint.
Der Komponist widmete dieses Konzertstick seiner Tochter Laurena, die diese Tiere
leidenschaftlich liebt. Delfine kommen in allen Weltmeeren vor. Der kleinste Delphin
beispielsweise ist der Haviside Delphin, der gro3te hingegen der Schwarz-Weif3 Orca. Alle
aber eint, dass sie in flachen Gebieten der Meere leben und sie sich hauptsdchlich von Fisch
erndhren. Delphine sind duBerst intelligente und soziale Tiere, die zumeist in Gruppen leben.
Sie lieben Gesellschaft und schwimmen auch deshalb oft in der N&he von Schiffen.

Francais:

Dans cette composition les «« Anges de 'Océan » sont les dauphins. Le compositeur a écrit ce
morceau de concert tout spécialement pour sa fille Laurena passionnée par ces animaux. On
trouve des dauphins dans tous les océans. Le plus petit dauphin est le Dauphin de Haviside et le
plus grand est I'orque noir et blanc. lls vivent principalement dans les eaux peu profondes de la
mer et se nourrissent surtout de poissons. Les dauphins sont des mammiféres intelligents et
sociaux qui vivent en groupes la ou ils trouvent beaucoup de nourriture. lls aiment également la
compagnie et c’est pourquoi ils nagent souvent & proximité des bateaux.



JOHAN NUS

English:

The Belgian composer Johan Nijs was born in Louvain on June
11, 1963. At age ten he began studying music and earned
degrees in clarinet, piano, accordion, solfeggio, harmony and
chamber music at various music academies. He then went to the
Brussels Royal Conservatory of Music where he was awarded
several prizes for solfeggio, harmony, counterpoint, wind band
conducting, history of music, transposition, clarinet and piano.
He has composed since age sixteen and has won numerous
international composition prizes. Today Nijs is not only active as
a composer and arranger, but also as guest-conductor and
adjudicator. He is also a clarinetist with the Royal Band of the
Belgian Air Force. His principal teachers and mentors were
André Waignein and Jean Segers.

Nederlands:

De Belgische componist Johan Nijs werd geboren op 11 juni

1963 in Leuven. Vanaf zijn 109¢ levensjaar vingen zijn studies aan de verschillende
muziekacademies aan. Hij haalde diploma’s voor de instrumenten klarinet, piano en
accordeon, maar ook voor harmonie, notenleer en kamermuziek. Haast vanzelfsprekend
volgde een studie aan het Koninklijk Muziekconservatorium van Brussel waar hij diploma’s
haalde voor notenleer, praktische harmonie, harmonie, contrapunt, harmonie- en
fanfaredirectie, muziekgeschiedenis, transpositie, klarinet en piano. Vanaf zijn 16¢ begon hij
te componeren en won hij verschillende (internationale) compositiewedstrijden. Momenteel is
Johan Nijs actief als componist en arrangeur, en treedt hij op als jurylid en gastdirigent.
Daarnaast is hij klarinettist bij de Koninklijke Muziekkapel van de Belgische Luchtmacht. Zijn
belangrijkste leraren en voorbeelden zijn André Waignein en Jan Segers.

Frangais :

Compositeur belge, Johan Nijs est né le 11 juin 1963 & Louvain. Dés I'ége de dix ans, il étudie
successivement da plusieurs académies de musique et obtient des diplémes de clarinette, piano,
accordéon, solfége, harmonie et musique de chambre. Il poursuit ses études au Conservatoire
Royal de Bruxelles ou il recoit des prix de solfége, harmonie pratique, harmonie, contrepoint,
direction d’orchestre & vent, histoire de la musique, transposition, clarinette et piano. Il compose
dés I'dge de seize ans et obtient plusieurs prix internationaux de composition. Actuellement,
Johan Nijs est actif comme compositeur et arrangeur, mais aussi comme chef invité et membre
de nombreux jurys. Il est également clarinettiste & la Musique Royale de la Force Aérienne
Belge. Ses principaux professeurs et exemples sont André Waignein et Jean Segers.
