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Program Notes

A “Call of Duty” can be defined as a task or action that one feels
bound to perform. Respect, honor and service above self are the over-
riding themes in this composition for the developing concert band.

Notes to the Conductor

Call Of Duty was composed as a concert opener for the developing
concert band. It is also intended for ceremonial use on various occa-
sions throughout the year. The opening sustain over the call of the
snare drum sets the tone. From that point of musical reverence and
respect, the melody begins to unfold.

Please pay particular attention to the dynamic shaping marked
throughout. Feel free to adjust the dynamic markings of each section
entrance to fit the needs of your particular instrumentation. For exam-
ple, at m: 7, the flute/oboe responds to the first melodic statement.
Please adjust the notated mf to mp if the band includes a large num-
ber of flutes.

The percussion statement at m. 38 should be punctuated by the
winds with the accented quarter notes. Please insure these accent-
ed notes are round in shape and a full beat in length.

| hope that you and the band enjoy the preparation and performance
of Call Of Duty. It is my hope you will program the piece not only for
your concert, but in graduation, awards, veterans services and other
ceremonies where honor and duty are overriding themes.

His music has received extensive airplay on major network tel-
evision as well as inclusion in multiple motion pictures. From profes-
sional ensembles such as the United States Navy Band and the Atlanta
Symphony to school bands and orchestras throughout the world, his
music speaks to audiences in any concert setting.

As a conductor and clinician, Mr. Smith has performed throughout the
United States, Canada, Japan, Europe and Australia. He is the princi-
pal conductor of the American Symphonic Winds and the American
Festival Philharmonic Orchestra, professional recording ensembles
based in Washington D. C. He has recently completed production of
Symphony No. 3 (Don Quixote), the fourth in a series of compact disc
recordings of his best-known works for concert band. In addition, he is
co-creator of the Expressions Music Curriculum. This comprehensive
Pre-K through 12 music program includes Band Expressions, an inno-
vative new approach to teaching music through the band.

Mr. Smith is the Vice President of Product Development and is an exclu-
sive composer for the C. L. Barnhouse Company and Walking Frog
Records. In addition, he is currently teaching in the Music Industry pro-
gram at Troy University in Troy, Alabama. His teaching responsibilities
are focused in music composition, production, publishing and business.
